wljm’wz, the Tar Creek Superfund Site in northeastern Ottawa County, Oklahoma, is recognized as one of the
highest ranking Superfund Sites in the United States and faces an abnormally high incidence of elevated blood lead
levels in area children; and

whm:wz, exposure to lead can cause serious, long-term harm to children, including reduced intelligence and
attention span, behavioral problems, learning disabilities, and impaired, growth; and

. ereas, the Tar Creek Superfund Site communities have endured substantial numbers of lead poisoned children;
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Whereas. during the cleanup of Tar Creek Superfund Site mine waste, children may face new exposures to lead;
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
